Features include a “kneeling” device that
lowers the front step of the bus closer to the
ground. Riders in wheelchairs or other mobil-
ity devices who cannot climb the steps will
find all JTS buses are equipped with ramps.
Disabled persons and senior citizens are
welcome to use the priority seating at the
front of each bus.
